Hong Kong UNISON, also commonly refer as UNISON, is an organisation which helps ethnic minorities in
Hong Kong. One of the programmes of UNISON is to help vulnerable ethnic minority students, including
the youth who have difficulties in accessing education in Hong Kong, due to the language barrier and the
education system. UNISON advocates for changes in education system and helps the youth who face fi-
nancial difficulties by providing financial assistance during their tertiary education. UNISON is the admin-
istrator for the Yun Lin Hu Memorial Scholarship for Ethnic Minority Students, which unfortunately has
come to an end due to the funding cycle set by the funding organisation.
